Gaming- What is appropriate for your child
What is PEGI?

The PEGI systeis designedo inform the public of wha@ suitable and wh& not for
different ageslt can be a helpful tool in helping you to decide what games are appropriate
for your child.

PEQA professional analysts look at hundreds of video games every year and determine what
is suitable for different age groups using a set of critéftas criteria habeen established

by experts in the field of child protection, psychology, the law and media. It helps analysts to
decide what game content is appropriate in each of the five rating groups

How are games rated under PEGI?

All games released in the UK will have one of the following PEGI age ratings on the
packaging: 3, 7, 12, 16 or 18. The rating means that the game shdutdplayed bya young
person under that age.

Why?Because there may be content within the game which cpuaigéntially be harmful,
frightening or worrying to children. As well as an age rating, PEGI also uses icons showing
content descriptors, letting you know if a game contains: violence, dhagk,
languagediscrimination, feargambling or irapp purchases.

1. Firework Safetyin the days leading up to Bonfire Night, ensure that firelighters, fireworks,
and sparklers are securely locked away and out of chif@meach.

It's best to attend a public, organised firework display, as these events are managed by
professionals who adhere to strict safety regulations, minimising the risk of accidents.

If you plan to set off fireworks at home, ensure you purchase them from a licensed seller
and follow the Firework Code:

Keep a safe distance and ensure children stay well away from where the fireworks
are being lit.

Only adults should handle fireworks.
Never give sparklers or fireworks to young children.

Use a torch to read the instructions, and always light fireworks atalength with a
taper.

For extra protection, consider using ear defenders or noise cancelling headphones, as
the loud bangs can be overwhelming for babies and young children.

2. Sparklersg Fun but Risky

Sparklers are often a favourite with children, thanks to their interactive and dazzling nature,
but they can burn at extremely high temperatures and cause serious injuries.

If you allow children to hold sparklers, always supervise them closely.

Here are some additional tips:

Ensure children wear gloves while holding sparklers to protect their hands.
Make sure they hold sparklers at a@hength and never run while holding one.

After the sparkler has burned out, place it in a bucket of water or sand, as it will
remain hot for a while.



w ItQ best to reserve sparklers for older children and avoid giving them to those under
five years old

3. Bonfire Safety

For families planning to build a bonfire at home, follow these important guidelines:
w Build your bonfire in an open space, away from buildings, trees, and fences.
w Never use flammable liquids like petrol to start the fire.
w Keep a bucket of water or a hose nearby in case of emergencies.

w Never leave children unattended near a bonfire, and ensure they remain at a safe
distance at all times.

With the nights getting darker please remind your children about safety. If your child is in
Year 6 and walks home alone, remind them to walk straight home rather than go to the local
parks. For younger children, remind them of the importance of staying close to you and if
they do get separated to return to school.
